The National Episcopal Cursillo Committee (NECC) held it’s first quarterly meeting of 

the year in the Diocese of South Carolina.  We were hosted by St. Andrews Curch, 

Mount Pleasant and were treated to true southern hospitality in everything we did.  As a 

new member to the committee, we were asked to come a day early to get “caught up” on 

the work the committee has done up to this point, as well as an overview of the roles and 

responsibilities of being a committee member. 

 

The returning members joined us on Thursday evening, as we kicked off the weekend 

with a meeting with Bishop Ed Salmon of the Diocese of South Carolina.  He expressed 

great support for the Cursillo Movement.  He also led our opening Eucharist.  We ended 

the evening with a discussion of the book for this quarter, The Gospel According to 

Starbucks.  Everyone seemed to enjoy this selection and I recommend it to all of you as 

well. 

 

Friday began the general business meeting, as well as the subcommittee meetings and 

district meetings.  The Pastoral Plan, written in 2002, was updated and revised to reflect 

changes in the makeup of the committee and our core value statement written last year.  

Once it has been approved and signed, I will be happy to share a copy with you.  The 

Publications subcommittee continues to work hard on updating the library.  The revised, 

The Health and Well Being of the Movement, should be in print in the near future.  The 

CLD (Cursillo Leaders Development) subcommittee continues to monitor the health of 

the movement.  The newly formed Communications subcommittee is working on 

updating the website, as well as defining what other opportunities exist for the 

subcommittee.  And finally, the Seminar 2008 schedule and budget were discussed. 

 

Of special note, the North Central District is planning our first ever (?) district meeting.  

The meeting will be hosted by Bishop Alan Scarfe and the diocese of Iowa at the 
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cathedral in Davenport, Iowa.  The meeting will be only about ½ day, starting at Noon on 

Sat. April, 12 and ending with an Ultreya that evening.  We are encouraging everyone to 

stay over night and attend church with the host community on Sunday morning.  Please 

make plans now to attend this event.  It is a great opportunity to meet other Cursillo 

leaders and share “Best Practices”, as well as gathering ideas for strengthening areas of 

weakness.  All of your district representatives are planning to be there as well, so it is a 

great opportunity to meet with us and share your ideas and concerns. 

On a related topic, if you have not done so recently, please consider having an ECLW in 

your area.  This year, we finished a three year survey of Dioceses to look at the health of 

the movement.  Although there was a general downward trend nationwide in Cursillo, we 

found that the healthiest movements are those that host ECLW’s and encourage their 

leadership to attend ECLW’s.  You can either do a workshop alone, or you can partner 

with another Diocese.  Hosting an ECLW is a “no lose” proposition.  If you host one, and 

have a financial loss, NECC will reimburse you up to $500.00.  The North Central district 

ECLW coordinator is Dee Settelmeyer.
